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New exhibits coming to the Art Museum of South Texas

2009 Exhibition Schedule
January 2 – March 8, 2009

The Frank and Mary Grace Horlock Collection of Western American Art 

The exhibit features 50 paintings and sculptures of Western and Wildlife subjects. Cowboy Artist of America members Robert Pummill, Gordon Snidow, and Melvin Warren; and wildlife artists David Drinkard, Al Barnes and Herb Booth all are included
in the exhibit.

January 9 – June 28, 2009 

Dorothy Hood: Landscapes of the Psyche
Dorothy Hood was educated at the renowned Rhode Island School of Design where she studied painting. She lived in Mexico City from the 1940s through the 1960s, then moved to Houston with her husband, Bolivian composer Velasco Maidama. She brought to Houston a modernism that was an inspiration to the local art community. In 2000 Hood passed away. The Art Museum will present a survey of her paintings, drawing, prints and collages from the Permanent Collection. 

January 22 – March 29, 2009

The Third Dimension: Sculptural Selections from the Permanent Collection

The exhibit will survey the multitude of ways sculptors use materials to create art in three dimensions. The unique perceptions of the sculptors capture forms in three-dimensional space and find expression in objects that are free-standing or wall-dependent. Corpus Christi artists Danny O’Dowdy and Greg Reuter, Texans Marilyn Lanfear and Jim Love, and national artists Donald Judd and Louise Nevelson are included in the exhibit.

GlassWear:  Glass in Contemporary Jewelry 
The exhibit features 120 works by 60 internationally renowned jewelry artists. The visually exciting works exploit the expressive potential of glass to engage the senses 
and intrigue viewers by challenging the ideas of adornment and the values of materials.
The various roles that glass plays in each artist’s creation are organized into five distinct areas within the exhibition:  Recycled Glass, Glass as Chameleon, Glass as Surface and Structure, Glass as Symbol and Metaphor, and Glass as Glass. This exhibit is organized and circulated by the Museum of Arts and Design, New York, and the Schmuckmuseum Pforzheim, Germany. Local support was provided by the City of Corpus Christi Arts and Cultural Commission.
February 1 – March 1, 2009
Visionarios Youth Art Contest
"Reflections of the Gulf Coast," is the theme of this year's Visionarios Youth Art Contest, sponsored by Flint Hills Resources.  Media includes photography, drawings, paintings and prints.  A writing component accompanies all of the work in this juried competition.  The competition is open to young artists in grades 1-12.  All students in the Coastal Bend region (including private schools and home school associations) are eligible to enter; there is no entry fee. 

March 5 – April 19, 2009

Elements from the Front Range Contemporary Quilters 

This exhibit provides a dazzling survey of some of the most innovative quilt work being done today. Contemporary art quilts show a wide range of creativity that melds ideas of home and hearth with cutting-edge technologies of the digital age. Many of these quilt artists incorporate highly unconventional materials in their work, such as paint, paper, beads, metal, and wood.  Juror Robert Shaw, author of The Art Quilt, has selected 40 new works for this exhibition from members of the Front Range Contemporary Quilters, one of the oldest art quilt guilds in the United States. Front Range Contemporary Quilters is made up of artists from Colorado, Wyoming, New Mexico, and Kansas; the organization has sponsored annual juried exhibitions since its inception in 1988.  The exhibit is a program of ExhibitsUSA, a national division of Mid-America Arts Alliance 
with the Texas Commission on the Arts and The National Endowment for the Arts.
April 3 – August 30, 2009

Escape Into Landscape:  Selections from the Permanent Collection

America's love for the land is expressed in paintings that use our own landscape as the motif. From broad panoramas to close studies, the land provides both subject and escape for artists and viewers alike. Historical figures such as Alexander Hogue and Olin Travis and contemporaries Dennis Blagg and John Cobb are included.

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April 17 – August 16, 2009 

The Grand Canyon:  From Dream to Icon 

The Grand Canyon: From Dream to Icon is a sweeping exhibition that selectively reveals early historic depiction of the Canyon, 20th Century illustrations of this natural wonder, contemporary interpretations of its beauty, and conceptual investigations of the Canyon’s impact on our senses and society. Works from more than 44 artists are represented in this panoramic exhibition of paintings, photographs, works on paper, and sculpture. Among the works is a 1913 chromolithograph by Thomas Moran, one of the most significant early artists to document the Canyon while exploring the area with John Wesley in 1873. The Grand Canyon: From Dream to Icon offers viewers a chance to understand why the Grand Canyon continues to be an inspiration for generations of artists. The exhibition was organized by the Tucson Museum of Art.
April 17 – August 16, 2009

Virgil Grotfeldt 274296
Organized by the Art Gallery of the Houston Baptist University, this unique exhibit of 16 paintings on x-ray film is a testament to the human spirit.  Artist and professor Virgil Grotfeldt taught for many years at Houston Baptist University.  He also suffered from lymphatic illness for many years, and the number 274296 in the exhibition title represents the patient number assigned to him by Houston’s M.D. Anderson Hospital. The white, swirling abstract forms in these works, painted over the inky blackness of the x-rays, are in keeping with the nature of organic abstraction at its most refined.  They also are a testament to Grotfeldt’s courage in artistically addressing his own mortality.   Virgil Grotfeldt passed away in early 2009.
September 18, 2009 – January 3, 2010

Texas Modern: The Rediscovery of Early Texas Abstraction (1935-1965) 

Texas Modern is an eye-opening presentation of mid-century abstract art in Texas. This exhibition surveys three critical decades of abstract art created following the more familiar regionalist art that dominated Texas and the American heartland in the early 
20th Century. The exhibit features over 50 paintings and sculptures from public and private collections.  Texas Modern attempts to define the evolution of abstract art in Texas.  Some artists included are Forrest Bess, Ben Culwell, Richard Stout, Dick Wray, Dorothy Hood, Everett Spruce, and Amy Freeman Lee. 
September 18, 2009 – January 3, 2010

Menudo:  Chicano Art from the Cheech Marin Collection
This exhibit features the work of Chicano and Chicana artists from performer Cheech Marin’s private collection. Included are paintings, drawings, and prints by established artists such as Carlos Almaraz, Frank Romero, and Patssi Valdez and emerging artists such as Vincent Valdez and Shizu Saldamando.  “The word ’menudo’ in the exhibition title refers to its slang usage – a little bit of this, a little bit of that,” says Cheech Marin.  “From my collection, I combined popular works shown in earlier exhibitions with some of my latest acquisitions and others never before publicly displayed.”

Inside Peanuts: The Life and Art of Charles M. Schulz

Charles Schulz entertained audiences from around the world with his Peanuts comic strips. Inside Peanuts: The Life and Art of Charles M. Schulz celebrates the cartoonist’s extraordinary life and describes his creative process and artistic focus. This exhibition contains reproduction comic strips and preliminary sketches that follow the development of the characters that make up the unique world of Peanuts; quotes by Schulz explaining his art; and selected Peanuts collectibles from six decades. These elements create an experience that will illuminate the story behind the creation of one of the most popular and influential cartoon strips of all time.
