Noted National Artist to Present Lecture
On Saturday evening, March 11, 2006, nationally recognized sculptor Lynda Benglis will present a public lecture at the Art Museum of South Texas (1902 N. Shoreline Blvd.) This is the concluding event of the three-day Oso Bay Biennial XIV, presented by Texas A&M University-Corpus Christi.  The Art Museum will host a reception beginning at
6 p.m. in the Museum galleries, followed by the art lecture at 7 p.m.  The event is free and open to the public.
Benglis will speak on her work today and the development of her career as a sculptor who came to national attention in New York during the 1970s.  She balances abstraction with content and gesture with mass, creating a diverse body of work known for its formal and innovative qualities.  An example of this are the “poured paintings” in which Benglis explores the relationship of painting and sculpture.  One such untitled sculpture is in the Permanent Collection of the Art Museum of South Texas and currently on exhibit in Sculptural Selections for the Oso Bay Biennial.  This exhibit consists of approximately 30 sculptures and is on view to the public through March 26 in the Art Museum Singer Gallery.
