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Art Museum Trip Scheduled this Fall

TUTANKHAMUN AND THE GOLDEN AGE OF THE PHARAOHS, the
exhibition that drew nearly four million visitors during its earlier two-year,
four-city tour, will return to the United States this year for a three-city encore tour.
The Dallas Museum of Art will host the exhibit October 3, 2008 - May 17, 2009.
In a trip sponsored by the Art Museum of South Texas,
participants are invited to take a three-day, two-night
chartered bus trip through San Antonio and Dallas,
returning through Austin and stopping along the way
for special tours of museum exhibitions. This
experience includes visits to the McNay Museum
of Art in San Antonio; The Dallas Museum of
Art, The Nasher Sculpture Center and the Crow
Collection of Asian Art in Dallas; and the Blanton
Museum of Art in Austin. Director Joe Schenk and
Assoc. Curator Deborah Fullerton will accompany
participants on the trip.

The fee for the tour is $725 per person for
single occupancy and $465 per person for double
occupancy, based upon 50 trip participants. This
covers admissions to the museums, the special
Tutankhamun fee, as well as the chartered bus
transportation to the cities and lodging at the
W Dallas Victory Hotel near the Dallas Museum
of Art. Meals are not included in the fee; a list of
restaurants will be provided.
